Moreover, modern technologies,
platforms, and communication trends can foster more authentic connections with audiences.

Hire experts who can interpret current public policy and regulatory framework. Health
companies should have a team of experts on their relevant health and therapeutic ecosystems in
order to fully understand existing regulations. With this information, they can better advocate for
initiatives that will benefit their patients. The goal is to enable them to work closely with
decision-makers and bridge the gap between patients and life-saving innovative cancer
therapies.
